APPEARANCE POLICY

e  Only approved attire may be worn on campus during school hours.

e Clothing must be modest, neat, clean, and without holes or thread patches.

e Student apparel should cover an area from the shoulders to, at minimum, mid-thigh, keeping modesty
in mind.

e Clothing must fit appropriately, avoiding overly loose or snug options.

e  Attire must be free of questionable or inappropriate messages.

e Hair must be neat, clean, out of the eyes, and avoiding unnatural hair colorings.

e No sunglasses or hoods may be worn indoors.

e  Grey uniform apparel is approved for middle school students only.

e There are occasional theme or Navigator Hype days throughout the school year. Attire must comply
with the appearance policy.

PURCHASING

e Lands’ End is our preferred retailer for uniform items; however, clothing may be purchased from any
store if it follows the approved uniform/dress code guidelines and appearance policy.

e The LCS logo is available for embroidery only through Lands’ End, but is optional.

e The Lighthouse Landing Student Store is available on the LCS website and on campus.

FRIDAY WEAR

e Each Friday prior to the last Friday of the month, elementary students may wear a Friday-wear t-shirt or
sweatshirt with uniform bottoms.
e Friday-wear is available from The Lighthouse Landing Student Store or uniform exchange events.
e Students may wear:
o Any of the daily uniform dress code items in navy blue, yellow, white, and khaki.
o Any Friday-wear items sold in the Lighthouse Landing Student Store.
e Students may not wear:
o Bottoms: Leggings, athletic shorts, sweatpants, non-uniform skirts/dresses.
o Other: Hats, bandanas, scarves, open heel shoes, Crocs, or high heeled shoes.

CASUAL DRESS DAYS — LAST SCHOOL-IN-SESSION FRIDAY OF EVERY MONTH

e On the last Friday of each month that is a school day, students may wear casual clothing of their choice
that complies with the appearance policy listed above.
e Students may wear:
o Bottoms: Uniform bottoms and jeans, uniform skirts, or uniform shorts.
o Tops: Any Friday-wear items, casual tops, sweatshirts, or sweaters.
o Hats: Only LCS hats sold through the Lighthouse Landing Student Store may be worn on casual
dress days. Hats may not be worn on other days.
o Other: Uniform dresses, casual shoes with closed heels.
e Students may not wear:
o Bottoms: Leggings, athletic shorts, sweatpants, or non-uniform skirts/dresses.
o Other: Bandanas, scarves, open heel shoes, Crocs, or high heeled shoes.

CONSEQUENCES OF UNIFORM/DRESS CODE AND APPEARANCE POLICY VIOLATIONS

e Students are expected to arrive at school properly dressed each day.
e Students out of uniform will be sent to the office, where staff will contact parents with two options:
1. A parent may bring appropriate clothing to school so the child can change.
2. The school will provide a compliant item from The Landing Student Store and charge the family’s
FACTS account accordingly.
e Repeated uniform/dress code violations will be referred to school administration.
e Uniform/dress code violations will be tracked in FACTS/RenWeb and a notification will be sent home.
